Patient Information

The Laboratory is located on the first floor, down the hall from the Pharmacy and across the hall from the Physical Therapy. This fully accredited Laboratory can perform most of the tests requested by the healthcare providers.

Hours of operation are Monday, Wednesday and Friday from 7:30 a.m. until 4 p.m. and Thursday and Friday from 7:30 a.m. until 6 p.m. The Laboratory is closed for training from 1 until 2 p.m. on the second or fourth Wednesday of each month.

The Laboratory provides outpatient services for all active duty personnel, their dependants and retirees enrolled in TRICARE-Prime. Non-TRICARE Prime patients are seen in conjunction with a space available appointment. Prior to obtaining a sample, all patients must be positively identified by picture identification (military identification). The sponsor's social security number is verified and the requests are accessioned instructions.  Lipid profiles require a 10- to 12-hour fast.  Water is allowed.  Laboratory personnel also generate premarital blood test requests.
